If a Physical Count was just performed, then Item Location would be a logical basis for the synch. The “Generate Fixes” Checkbox (if unchecked) provides a preview of variances and adjustments be made. This makes it easy to run “what if” trials.
The Parameter windows include filters that control the Items, Types, Locations and Files to be adjusted.  Other clean-up tools on Tab 2 allow users to “Write-off Items with zero Qty” or “Purge Orphan SO/PO/AP Indirect Lines” 
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Processing
